What began as a family 
adventure across continents has 
blossomed into a beautiful life in 
Shearwater - where friendships, 
faith, and new traditions make 

every day feel like home.

Please introduce your family and share 
a bit about them, including names, ages, 
and where they go to school?
My family is made up of four of us — me, 
my husband, and our two daughters. 
My husband works in data analytics at 
Crowley Maritime, where he has been 
for 23 years. Our older daughter, Alena, 
just started as a freshman at Beachside 
High School, and our younger daughter, 
Barbara, is in 8th grade at Trout Creek 
Academy. I’ve been working in real estate 
with Round Table Realty for the past 4 
years, and it’s been such a rewarding 
experience balancing career and family.

How long have you lived in the 
neighborhood? Where are you and 
your family originally from, and what 
brought you here?
We’ve lived in the neighborhood since 
2017. My husband and I are originally 
from Russia.

We bring in Russian traditions 
with Father Frost and his granddaughter 
Snegurochka, who help the kids celebrate 
and have fun. We also love honoring 
both Russian and American traditions 
- for example, we celebrate Christmas 
twice, once on the Gregorian calendar 
and again on the Julian calendar. These 
gatherings have become a beautiful way 
to stay connected to our roots while also 
embracing life here in the U.S.

What are your favorite places to visit 
around the community (restaurants, 
food markets, shops, parks, clubs, 
hangout spots, etc.)?
One of our favorite places is Fruit Cove 
Baptist Church, which has been our 
home church for the past eight years. Our 
kids especially enjoy volunteering there 
every summer for Vacation Bible School.I 
also love meeting clients and neighbors 
over coffee at Kinder Kafe, a cozy local 
spot. Another special place for us is the 
Cummer Museum of Art & Gardens - I 
worked there for three years, and it’s still 
one of our go-to places for Friday family 
nights.And of course, we can’t leave out 
St. Augustine. It’s perfect for walking, 
exploring, and playing tourist in your own 
city. The Nights of Lights celebration there 
has become one of our favorite Christmas 
traditions year after year.

Do you participate in any 
social activities or events  
in the neighborhood?
Our community has so many wonderful 
events, and we always enjoy being part of 
them. One of my favorites is Coffee on the 
Porch every second Wednesday - it’s such 
a great way to connect with neighbors. 
One time, our Russian-speaking group 
even provided traditional Russian food 
for the community breakfast, which 
was a lot of fun.The Christmas events 

with Santa and all the holiday spirit 
are another highlight for us. We love 
volunteering together and sharing 
those moments with our neighbors.In 
addition, every year I organize a Client 
Appreciation Picnic at the Outpost 
for my real estate clients, which has 
become a special tradition and a way to 
bring people together.

How does your family contribute 
to fostering a sense of community 
spirit in the neighborhood? Do you 
participate in any philanthropic 
events or work with any charity 
organizations?

Top with roasted 
mushrooms, then sprinkle 
pepitas and pecorino cheese.

•	 1/8 teaspoon nutmeg
•	 1/2 teaspoon dried chives
•	 2 tablespoons pepitas (pumpkin seeds)
•	 1/2 cup pecorino cheese (can 

substitute with Parmesan cheese)
•	 drizzle balsamic vinegar
•	 8 ounces baby bella mushrooms, sliced
•	 1–2 pinches Himalayan pink salt
•	 1–2 pinches pepper
